Euan has
also been rolling out a pilot clinical supervision
programme to students currently on the ACP
course at the University of Lincoln. It is hoped
that clinical supervision will be expanded more
widely this year, offering clinicians across
Lincolnshire the opportunity to attend regular
clinical supervision sessions to aid their
personal development and sharing of best
practice.

Lucy, one of our Junior Nurse Fellows has
been busy working with the University of
Lincoln and GP practices to expand student
placements across Lincolnshire and increase
the number of trained Supervisors and
Assessors to support these students in
Practice.
